FORMS

t is time again to apply or

reapply for an intradistrict
transfer if you wish to '
have your child considered

for enrollment at a different
school site within the Encinitas
Union School District. All con-
tinuing students must reapply in
accordance with board policy,
which states: “Applications
for enrollment in a school
of choice shall be accepted
annually. A student who
is enrolled in a school of
choice shall reapply annually
for readmission. The student may be
subject to displacement due to exces-
sive enrollment of students living

within the atten-
dance boundaries
of the school.”

Application forms
are available at your
school site. Each site began
accepting forms for the next
school year on January 5th
2009. After completing the
form, return it to the prin-
~ cipal of your school of choice.
The principal will forward the re-
quest to the district office for final
approval. The deadline for sub-
mitting the forms is January 31,
and any request submitted after Janu-
ary 31 will be placed on a waiting list

in the order it is received.
